Widows Cash Support Programme 2025

3. Background and Objective
The Widows Cash Support Programme was designed to cushion the effects of economic hardship on
widows in Ofu LGA, Kogi State. The initiative began in 2023 as part of the Macedonian Empowerment
Foundation’s (MEF) commitment to promoting sustainable livelihoods and financial inclusion. The 2025

intervention aimed to provide direct cash assistance to vulnerable widows to help mitigate the impact of

inflation and food insecurity.

4. Preparatory Activities

A MEF Board meeting held at the Head Office in Lokoja on 10 June 2025 approved the programme and the
required funding, which was generously provided by an individual donor based overseas (name withheld).
Two representatives of the National Widows Association of Nigeria, Ofu LGA Chapter, were co-opted into
the planning committee to support beneficiary identification and mobilization.

A final preparatory meeting was held at the activity venue, during which 54 beneficiaries were selected from

the eleven wards of the LGA with the support of widows’ community leaders. The Board Chairman
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conducted a pre-visit to the venue on 7 July 2025 to confirm logistics and readiness. Cash packages of

N15,000 were prepared in labeled envelopes for distribution.

« Not receiving regular support from other programmes

6. Activity Implementation

Opening Session

The event commenced with an introduction by the leader of the widows, who welcomed the Board
Chairman and visiting MEF team.

Presentations and Engagement

The Board Chairman introduced MEF, its mission, and the purpose of the programme. The session included
moments of cultural expression, including singing and dancing, which created a warm and participatory
atmosphere.

Distribution Exercise

A verified beneficiary list was used during distribution. Due to budget constraints and an increase in
beneficiaries from 40 in 2023 to 54 in 2025, each pair of beneficiaries received 3¥15,000. Names were called
by the Secretary, and the Chairman presented the envelopes openly to ensure transparency.

Awareness and Sensitization

Beneficiaries were informed about the funding source and received basic orientation on livelihood practices
and financial literacy. The SDGs Team Lead also provided brief awareness on key Sustainable Development
Goals and their relevance to community well-being.

Interactive Session
During the question-and-answer session, beneficiaries expressed appreciation and offered prayers for the
sustainability and expansion of the programme.

7. Outcomes and Impact
Cash support was successfully delivered to all 54 widows in the presence of community leaders and the



MEF team. Beneficiaries expressed gratitude and indicated that the support would help improve household
feeding and basic needs in the short term.

8. Challenges

The demand for support significantly exceeds available resources, as many widows in Ofu LGA remain in
need of financial assistance and livelihood support. Additionally, seven widows who were not originally
invited attended the programme; their details were documented for possible inclusion in future interventions.

9. Recommendations and Next Steps
« Strengthen fundraising efforts to sustain and expand the programme.
o Extend the intervention to additional LGAs within Kogi State.
« Develop partnerships with donors and organizations to increase coverage and provide
complementary livelihood support.

10. Conclusion

A total of fifty-four widows were supported through this intervention, following a transparent selection
process conducted in collaboration with community representatives and the widows’ association. The
programme achieved its immediate objective of providing short-term financial relief and reinforcing MEF’s
commitment to supporting vulnerable women. Sustaining and scaling this initiative will further enhance its
impact on livelihoods and community welfare.
